Transportation Alternatives

Competitive project selection process

TA Set-Aside projects must be selected through a
competitive process submitted by eligible entities.
Metropolitan Planning Organizations (MPOs) select
projects for large urbanized areas (over 200,000).
State DOTs select projects for “any area”, small
urbanized, small urban, and rural funds.

States may develop a process to further suballocate.

 In-kind match is permitted (23 U.S.C. 323(c)).

« Recreational trails using FHWA apportioned funds use RTP match.
« RTP funds may match or be matched by other Federal funds.

Recreational Trails Program Purpose

Provides funds to the States to develop and maintain recreational
trails for all trail uses.

Usually administered through a State resource agency.

S1.5 billion for 26,500 projects since 1993.

Up to $84.1 million/year, apportioned at 2009 levels.

Part of $281 million in Fed motor fuel excise tax paid by OHV users.
States solicit and select projects for funding.

80% Federal share, with flexibility.
RTP funds may match or be matched by other Federal funds.
Some in-kind may be donated prior to project approval.

Project sponsors are encouraged to use Youth Corps.

No changes in BIL except new provision to treat any recreational
trail project as an RTP project.

Buy America Background

23 U.S.C. 313(a):

Notwithstanding any other provisions of law, the Secretary of
Transportation shall not obligate any funds authorized to be appropriated
to carry out the Surface Transportation Assistance Act of 1982 (96 Stat.
2097) or this title and administered by the Department of Transportation,
unless steel, iron, and manufactured products used in such project are
produced in the United States. (emphasis added)

Build America, Buy America

Bipartisan Infrastructure Law — Build America,
Buy America Act (BABA)

* BABA Section 70914 includes a Buy America preference that all Federal agencies must
apply to any Federal financial assistance program for infrastructure that is not already
subject to existing Buy America requirements for the relevant categories.

* BABA Section 70917(a) provides that the Buy America requirements under Section
70914 apply only to the extent that Federal agencies do not already apply a Buy
America preference to steel, iron, manufactured products, and construction
materials.

* This provision allows FHWA to preserve existing Buy America policies and provisions that meet or exceed the
standards required by the Build America, Buy America Act, such as its requirements for iron and steel under
23 U.S.C. 313 and only extend coverage of Buy America to “construction materials.” (emphasis added on all
" bullets)

FHWA published Waiver of Buy America Requirements for De Minimis Costs and
Small Grants. August 16, 2023.

The Waiver notice is the waiver. No need for waiver applications for projects that
meet the criteria. It applies to:

The total value of the noncompliant products is no more than the lesser of
$1,000,000 or 5% of total applicable costs for the project; or

The total amount of Federal financial assistance applied to the project, through
awards or subawards, is below $500,000.

RTP Eligible Projects

Maintain and restore existing trails (and bridges).
Construct new trails (limits on Federal lands).

Develop and rehabilitate trailside and trailhead facilities.
Purchase and lease trail construction and maintenance
equipment.

Acquire easements or property for trails (willing seller only:
Condemnation is prohibited).

Trail assessments for accessibility and maintenance.
Trail safety and environmental protection education.
State administrative costs.
